SAFETY RECALL NOTICE

MOUNTAIN BIKES

MONGOOSE AND ROADMASTER BICYCLES EQUIPPED WITH

BALLISTIC 105 SUSPENSION FORK

In cooperation with the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission, Brunswick Corporation is voluntarily recalling about 103,000 Mongoose and Roadmaster RidgeRider bicycle models equipped with “Ballistic 105” front suspension forks.  These forks could break apart while in use, resulting in serious injury to the rider.  This recall does not include the Mongoose A40, which has a different type of fork.
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Only those Mongoose and Roadmaster models manufactured by Brunswick Corporation and equipped with a “Ballistic 105” fork (other than the Mongoose A40) are subject to this recall.  The “Ballistic 105” suspension fork is black, and clearly marked with a decal that reads “Ballistic 105.”

The bicycles were sold at discount department stores and toy stores nationwide beginning in

June 1998.

Consumers should stop riding these bicycles immediately and call 1-800-508-2762 between 8:00 

am and 5:00 pm, Central Time, Monday through Friday, to obtain information about how to receive a $65 refund or a replacement bicycle (some assembly required), or visit the recall website at www.ballisticforkrecall.com.

This recall is being conducted in conjunction with the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission who will monitor its effectiveness.
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
